The 2011 Penterry Photography Competition

“Penterry Through The Seasons”
St. Mary’s Church, Penterry stands alone on a ridge above the Wye Valley to the North of Chepstow, with sweeping views across beautiful farmland and forests. Once the parish church for a community believed to have been wiped out by the plague, St. Mary’s fell into disrepair before being restored in Victorian days, and was again at risk of closure until a number of local residents formed a committee in 2001 to raise funds to breathe new life into the church.

As a result of their efforts and the generous support of numerous individuals and organisations, St. Mary’s is once again able to provide a focal point to the scattered community of Penterry, both through monthly communion services and through continuing fundraising activities aimed at completing the restoration of the fabric of the church building and churchyard.

In 2008 and again in 2009 the Penterry Church Committee ran photography competitions which culminated in exhibitions and awards ceremonies in St. Arvans Memorial Hall, and raised much-needed funds through sales of calendars, prints and notelets and generous donations from visitors and sponsors.

Encouraged by your support, we are now launching the 2011 Penterry Photography Competition with the theme “Penterry through the seasons”. By running the competition over two years we hope to give all entrants the chance to capture the changing face of our beautiful area, whether through the landscape, wildlife, buildings or people. 

Entries will be eligible for prizes both as individual photos and as a collection of up to four photos. Don’t worry if you have only one suitable picture – we’d love to see it! All photographs must have been taken within 5 miles of Penterry Church between August 2009 and June 2011. Details of the prizes for the competition will be announced early in 2011.

Please read the competition rules, then complete the entry form and – if your entry includes any identifiable people – a release form and submit these with your entry.

Penterry Church Photography Competition Rules
1. This competition is free and open to UK residents only.

2. This competition has two age categories, under and over 16. For the under-16 category, entrants must be aged 15 or younger on 30 June 2011. Proof of age may be requested. If you are under 16 years of age, you must obtain your parent’s or guardian's permission before entering the competition.

3. Photographs entered for the competition should have been taken within 5 miles of Penterry Church no earlier than 1 August 2009.

4. Whilst enhancement of photos is permitted the images must not be changed, added to or manipulated in any way.

5. No more than four entries will be accepted per person and entries will not be returned.  Entries should be submitted as unmounted prints of approximately A4 or 12” by 8”. Users of digital cameras should also supply an image file (ideally a JPEG file between 1MB and 2MB) for each entry via e-mail to chris.balmer1@btinternet.com , while users of film cameras should submit negatives together with their prints – these will not be returned unless requested.

6.  Each entrant must send a completed and signed entry form with their entry, giving details of the date and location at which each photograph was taken.

7. The deadline for receiving entries is 5pm on Wednesday 30 June 2011. Results will be announced at the Exhibition in September 2009 (details to follow) and posted on the Penterry web site (www.penterry.org.uk ).
8. You must provide the Penterry Church Committee with your name, address, age and telephone number if you wish to enter this competition. The Penterry Church Committee will only ever use your personal details for the purposes of administering this competition, and will not publish them or provide them to anyone without your permission.

9. The judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

10. The prize(s) may only be taken as stated. There will be no cash alternatives.

11. Your entries must be entirely your own original work, not defame anybody nor breach any copyright.

12. If your photographs feature any person or people, permission must be obtained from all involved (or their parents/guardians if under 18) using the Release Form above.

13. By submitting your photographs to the Penterry Church Committee you agree to grant the Penterry Church Committee free of charge the right to publish and the right to licence others to publish the photographs online and in all media as required.

14. You agree to take part in any competition publicity if asked to do so. 

15. This competition is not open to Penterry Church Committee members or any person involved in the running of the competition, or their immediate family members.

16. The Penterry Church Committee reserves the right to cancel this competition at any stage if deemed necessary in its opinion or if circumstances arise outside its control.

17. If a winning entrant is unable to be contacted after reasonable attempts have been made to do so, the Penterry Church Committee reserves the right to offer the prize to the next best entry.

18. The Penterry Church Committee reserves the right to disqualify any entry which breaches any of these rules or to withhold a prize if in its opinion entries do not reach the required standard.
